CORRIDOR FACTS

¢ The Savannah River Parkway lies between Augusta and Savannah by way of Waynesboro, Millen and Sylvania. A
second leg extends from Millen to Statesboro and then to I-16.

¢ This corridor provides 4-lanes of roadway, typically divided with a grass median..
¢ The Savannah River Parkway is approximately 156 miles in length.
¢ 100% of the corridor is open to traffic.
