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INTRODUCTION

Project Background

During 2018 and 2019, the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) Aviation Programs
Office completed an update of the Georgia Airport Pavement Management System (APMS). The
work was completed as part of the Georgia Aviation System Plan Update led by Jviation, Inc.
Applied Pavement Technology, Inc. (APTech) conducted the APMS update, assisted by Aulick
Engineering LLC (Aulick). The airports included in this project are listed in TABLES 1 and 2.

The principal objectives of this study were to provide GDOT, the airports, and the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) with objective data on current airport pavement conditions and
to update its APMS. Within the APMS, this information can be used to project future pavement
conditions and identify maintenance and rehabilitation (M&R) strategies for addressing short-
and long-term pavement-related needs. It can also be used to prioritize projects when funding
levels are insufficient, help formulate capital improvement programs at individual airports and
on a system-wide basis, and evaluate the impacts of insufficient funding for pavement M&R.

As part of this study, the condition of Georgia airport pavements was assessed using the FAA
Pavement Condition Index (PCI) methodology. During a PCI inspection, the types, severities,
and amounts of pavement distress are visually quantified in accordance with a standardized
methodology. This information is then used to develop a composite index that represents the
overall condition of the pavement in numerical terms, ranging from 100 (excellent) to 0 (failed).

The pavement condition information was then incorporated into the APMS database, where it
was used to identify the most cost-effective strategy for preserving the pavement infrastructure.
Treatments can range from monitoring the pavement and applying preventive maintenance (such
as crack sealing, joint resealing, and surface treatments) to more costly actions including major
rehabilitation (such as an overlay) and reconstruction. The life cycle of pavement is illustrated in
FIGURE 1.

Scope of Work

During this study, APTech updated maps using computer-aided design and drafting (CADD)
software, evaluated current pavement conditions, and updated the APMS database. The APMS
was then used to prepare a statewide 5-year pavement M&R program that can be used for future
planning.

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PAVEMENT INVENTORY

Systems Inventory Process

The project began with a review of the existing inventory information for each of the airports.
This information was used to update the pavement management database and associated maps as
necessary to account for pavement-related work that had been undertaken since the last time the
airports were evaluated in 2012. The information gathered included the date of original
construction, date of any subsequent rehabilitation, location of completed work, and the type of
work undertaken.

The pavement system was then divided into management units—branches, sections, and sample
units. A branch is a single entity that serves a distinct function. For example, a runway is
considered a branch because it serves a single function (allowing aircraft to take off and land).
Taxiways, aprons, T-hangars, and helipads are also separate branches.

A branch is further divided into sections. Traditionally, section breaks are identified when there
is a change in pavement cross-section, pavement age, or pavement condition. GDOT uses a
modified approach to sectioning, where a section is considered the management unit of the
APMS and represents a pavement area that would receive the same maintenance or rehabilitation
at the same time. For example, if a runway was built in 1968 and then extended and overlaid in
1984, this runway might be represented by a single section even though there are two distinct
construction periods. However, if the condition of one part of the runway were significantly
different than the other, the runway would be divided into two sections because in that situation
the entire runway may not be rehabilitated at the same time or using the same treatment.

For inspection purposes, each section is further subdivided into sample units. A percentage of
these sample units is evaluated during pavement inspections, and the collected information is
extrapolated to predict overall section condition and quantities of distress.

Network definition maps identifying the location of all branches, sections, and sample units have
been prepared for each airport.

Systems Inventory Results

The 2018 total area of pavement included in GDOT’s APMS is 151.6 million square feet, as
compared to 145.5 million square feet in 2012. The 2018 data can be further broken down into
68.4 million square feet of runway pavement, 38.3 million square feet of taxiway pavement, 39.4
million square feet of apron and helipad pavement, and 5.5 million square feet of T-hangar
pavement. FIGURE 2 shows the 2018 pavement area and age of the airports separated by use for
general aviation and commercial service airports. FIGURE 3 compares the 2012 versus 2018
pavement area and age by use.

A summary of the inventory information for each airport is presented in APPENDIX A. More
detailed information is contained in the Georgia APMS database.
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PAVEMENT EVALUATION

Pavement Condition Survey Procedure

Pavements were evaluated using the PCI methodology. This procedure is described in FAA
Advisory Circular 150/5380-6C, Guidelines and Procedures for Maintenance of Airport
Pavements, and ASTM Standard D5340-12, Standard Test Method for Airport Pavement
Condition Index Surveys. The PCI ranges from 100 to 0, with 100 representing a pavement in
excellent condition, as illustrated in FIGURE 4. FIGURE 5 illustrates how the level of repair
varies with the PCI of a pavement section in general terms. It is important to note that factors
other than overall PCI need to be considered when identifying the appropriate type of repair,
including types of distress present and rate of deterioration. Also, because the PCI does not
assess the structural integrity or capacity of the pavement structure, further testing may be
needed to refine the treatment strategy.

The types of distress identified during the PCI inspection provide insight into the cause of
pavement deterioration, which is useful when selecting M&R strategies. PCI distress types are
characterized as:

Load-related—These distress types are caused by aircraft or vehicular traffic and may
indicate a structural deficiency. Examples of load-related distress include alligator
cracking on asphalt concrete (AC)—surfaced pavements and corner breaks on portland
cement concrete (PCC) pavements.

Climate/durability-related—These distress types often signify the presence of aged or
environment-susceptible material (or both) and include durability-related issues.
Examples of climate/durability-related distress include weathering on AC-surfaced
pavements, which is climate related, and durability cracking on PCC pavements, which is
durability related.

Other—Distress types that fall into this category cannot be attributed solely to load or
climate/durability. Examples of this type of distress include depressions on AC-surfaced
pavements and shrinkage cracking on PCC pavements.

APPENDIX B contains tables for AC and PCC pavements listing the typical types of distresses
that may be identified during a PCI survey, the likely cause of each distress type, and feasible
maintenance strategies for addressing each distress type.

Areas Inspected

APTech conducted pavement condition surveys at 102 airports from the fall of 2018 through
mid-January 2019, inspecting runways, taxiways, aprons/helipads, and T-hangars. A subset of

sample units was selected for detailed inspection based on the sampling intervals provided in
TABLE 3.

Additional Data Collected

While the PCI results give a general indication of the overall condition of the pavement, the
specific maintenance or rehabilitation needs of a pavement are often obscured by such an index.
In addition to reporting the PCI survey results, the survey crew identified the specific distresses
that were present, reported on the possible causes of such distresses, and related such findings to
general categories of treatment. Furthermore, they took detailed notes regarding items of
importance that are not part of a typical PCI survey. For example, attributes such as the condition
of the joint or crack sealant and recommended maintenance activities were noted and
incorporated into the database.

During the condition surveys, the survey crews also took photographs of distresses observed on
the pavement, both to record typical conditions and to highlight areas of concern. The
photographs are provided in each individual airport report.

Pavement Condition Survey Results

The overall 2018 area-weighted condition of the 102 airports is an area-weighted PCI of 71, with
the general aviation airports having an area-weighted PCI of 69 and the commercial service
airports having an area-weighted value of 78. TABLE 4 shows the number of airports evaluated
and area-weighted PCI by year. FIGURE 6 shows the distribution of pavement condition by use
for 2012 and 2018.

Distribution of the 2012 and 2018 pavement conditions (PCI versus pavement area) for general
aviation and commercial service airports are shown in FIGURES 7 and 8, respectively. Further,
the type of maintenance or rehabilitation that is generally recommended on the respective
pavements based on their condition is identified on these graphs. In these figures, preventive
maintenance refers to activities such as patching, crack sealing, and surface treatments, while
major rehabilitation includes overlays of AC and PCC pavements and the restoration of concrete
pavements.

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Using the APMS, GDOT has been able to slow the rate of deterioration. As the previous graphs
show, the overall condition of the pavement infrastructure decreased from 77 to 71 (on a scale of
0 to 100) from 2012 to 2018. This represents a deterioration rate of 1 PCI point per year. This
decline can be attributed to many factors, including:

The area of pavement to be managed has increased. In 2007 the APMS included 139.4
million square feet of pavement. In 2012 that had grown to 145.5 million square feet, and
in 2018 it reached 151.6 million square feet. That means the funding allocated for
pavement M&R must address the needs of a pavement system that is nine percent larger
than in 2007.

The airport pavement system has aged. In 2012 the area-weighted age was 16 years, and
in 2018 it had increased to 18 years. During the life cycle of a pavement, the PCI
typically decreases as the age of the pavement increases. At the beginning of a
pavement’s life cycle, preventive maintenance actions, such as crack sealing and surface
treatments, are usually a very cost-effective approach for preserving and extending the
life of a pavement. As a pavement ages and condition deteriorates, a point is reached
where major work such as an overlay or reconstruction is needed. This study revealed
that an increasing amount of Georgia airport pavement has reached this point.

The level of funding for pavement M&R has not kept pace with the needs of the system.
The 2007 APMS study showed the airport pavement system needed $14.00 million a year
for 2008 through 2012 to achieve an area-weighted PCI of 80. However, the actual
annual funding was $6.35 million. The 2012 APMS study showed the airport pavement
system needed $30.25 million a year for 2013 through 2017 to achieve an area-weighted
PCI of 80, but the actual annual funding was $8.36 million. This funding shortage has
contributed to the slow deterioration of the pavement infrastructure. Entire funding
expenditures (not just paving-related expenditures) are correlated to PCI in FIGURE 9.

Continued inflation has affected the ability of the allocated funding to keep pace with
pavement needs. For example, in 2007 it would have cost $1.24 million to place a 2-inch
overlay on a 5,000 foot by 150 foot runway. In 2019 this same overlay will cost $2.12
million, representing a 71 percent increase in cost.

The funding needs identified during an APMS project undertaken at the network
(systemwide) level do not account for factors other than pavement condition that might
drive one pavement-related project being chosen over another. Therefore, funds could be
expended on a pavement to achieve other goals at the expense of undertaking a project
where the pavement repair would yield the highest benefit per dollar expended in terms
of a pavement’s life cycle.

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STATE AIRPORT AID PROGRAM FUNDING VS. AREA-WEIGHTED PCI
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APMS CUSTOMIZATION

Background

The APMS software selected by GDOT, PAVER, has been modified to reflect Georgia’s
conditions and needs. The customization can be broken down into the following areas:

e Database related
e Performance modeling
e Maintenance and rehabilitation analytical routines

e Other
Each of these areas is further addressed in this chapter.

Database-Related Customization

PAVER permits the user to define many database fields to meet specific requirements. This
customization occurs at three levels: network, branch, and section.

Network-Level Customization

At the network level, the network identifier and name can be customized. In addition, there are
three user-definable fields available for use at the network level. GDOT’s database has been
customized at the network level as follows:

e There are 102 networks in the database—one for each airport. The network identifier for
each is the airport’s associated city, and the network name is the full airport name.

e Three additional fields of information are stored at the network level. One field is used to
identify the site number for each airport. Another field is used to identify the GDOT
district in which the airport is located. The third field shows the congressional district in
which the airport is located.

Branch-Level Customization

Within a network are branches. A branch is a single entity that serves a distinct function;
runways, taxiways, and aprons are branches. In PAVER, the user can customize the branch
identifier and the branch name. In addition, there are three user-definable fields available for use
at the branch level. GDOT’s PAVER system has been customized at the branch level as follows:

e The branch identifier starts with R for runways, T for taxiways, A for aprons, THANG
for T-hangars, and HELI for helipads. The branch identifier is completed as follows: (1)
for runways, the orientation of the runway is used (for example, R523); (2) for taxiways,
the letter designation of the taxiway is used (for example, TA); (3) for aprons, A01, A02,
and so on are used; and (4) for T-hangars, THANG is used. The branch identifier is then
finished using a two-letter code specific to each airport. This naming protocol allows for
consistency and facilitates the sorting and reporting of data.

e The branch name is a clear description of the branch (for example, Runway 10R,
Taxiway B, Terminal Apron).
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Two additional fields of information are stored at the branch level. One field at the
branch level identifies whether the airport is general aviation (with a service level of 1, 2,
or 3) or commercial service (CS). A second field identifies which cost category the
airport is assigned to for maintenance and rehabilitation cost estimates (Commercial
Service, Metro, North, or South).

Section-Level Customization

A section is a subdivision of a branch. In PAVER, the user can customize the section identifier,
from/to descriptors, use, surface type, rank, category, and zone. In addition, there are three user-
definable fields available for use at the section level. GDOT’s PAVER system has been
customized at the section level as follows:

The section identifiers within a branch are numbered 10, 20, 30, and so on. Using
increments of 10 makes it easy to revise or add sections in the future.

The from/to statements are clear and match the pavement layout plan where possible.
The use of the pavement is defined as runway, taxiway, apron, helipad, or T-hangar.
The surface types are defined as follows:

o AC: asphalt pavement

o AAC: asphalt overlay on asphalt pavement

o PCC: portland cement concrete pavement

o APC: asphalt overlay on PCC

A rank of P has been assigned to all runway pavement sections considered primary at
each airport.

One additional field of information that identifies the airport’s geographic region (North
or South) is stored at the section level.

Performance Modeling

Performance models are used to predict pavement condition into the future. Within PAVER, it is
possible to develop database-specific performance models using GDOT’s pavement condition
data. The prediction of the future condition of each pavement section is performed using the
pavement’s position relative to its performance model, as illustrated in FIGURE 10.

Performance characteristics such as pavement use (runway, taxiway, apron/helipad, and T-
hangar), surface type, geographic region, and airport type were investigated to determine their
impact on pavement performance. Sixty-three pavement performance models were ultimately
selected for use in GDOT’s APMS. APPENDIX C contains detailed information on these
models.

Maintenance and Rehabilitation Types and Cost Information

Maintenance types and unit costs were defined, as well as the unit cost of major pavement
rehabilitation in different PCI ranges. The application of different maintenance activities was
also defined. APTech and Aulick worked with GDOT to define policies and unit costs for the
maintenance of pavements as well as to develop cost estimates for major rehabilitation actions.
The localized maintenance policies and unit cost information are presented in APPENDIX D.
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RECOMMENDED PAVEMENT M&R PROGRAM

Introduction

PAVER was used to develop an M&R program for the pavements included in GDOT’s APMS
database. This software identifies those pavement sections that have high enough PCls for
preventive maintenance actions, such as crack sealing, to be cost-effective. In addition, PAVER
also identifies those sections where major rehabilitation is warranted. APTech developed two 5-
year pavement repair programs during this project—one with an unlimited budget and one that
determined an annual budget that over five years would achieve an established goal of an area-
weighted PCI of 80 for the pavement system.

Analysis Parameters

Before presenting the pavement repair program developed during this project, it is important to
explain the process that PAVER uses. Within PAVER, pavement repair is categorized as
follows:

e Major Rehabilitation—Such as an overlay or reconstruction.

e Localized Preventive Maintenance—A preventive maintenance action that is applied
only to a distressed area, such as crack sealing or patching.

¢ Global Preventive Maintenance—A preventive maintenance action that is applied to an
entire section, such as a surface treatment.

During this project, a 5-year analysis was run with a start date of January 1, 2020. An inflation
rate of 5 percent was used. For each year of the analysis, PAVER applies the performance
models (described previously during the PAVER Customization chapter) and estimates the
future condition of the pavement sections. If a section falls below the “critical PCI”” value, major
rehabilitation is recommended during that year. If the section is above the critical PCI value,
localized preventive maintenance may be recommended for that year. TABLE 5 shows the
critical PCI values that were used in the analysis.

The results of the analysis runs were manually modified as follows:

e Surface treatments were considered for any AC-surfaced pavements with weathering (at
all severities) or raveling (at low severity) observed during the most recent pavement
inspection. In addition, the pavements could not contain any load-related distresses (i.e.,
alligator cracking or rutting), and distresses due to other causes (i.e., depression or
swelling) had to be minimal. Sections were selected for surface treatment only if its
application, along with crack seal, improved the pavement’s PCI to at least 15 points
above the associated critical PCI. Surface treatments were only considered for application
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once during the analysis period. No major rehabilitation was triggered during the analysis
period if a surface treatment was recommended.

¢ Localized maintenance quantities (such as crack sealing, patching, and joint resealing)
were calculated based on the distress types and quantities observed during the 2018
pavement inspections for the first year of the analysis (2020) in combination with the
maintenance policies presented earlier. It was assumed that all low-severity cracking
would need to be resealed in 2024 unless major rehabilitation was triggered on the
section. No other maintenance activities, other than crack sealing, were considered for
year 2020.

e No localized maintenance was recommended for pavements that were triggered for major
rehabilitation within two years after the triggered localized maintenance.

Analysis Results

Please consider the following when reviewing the recommended programs described in this
section of the report:

e The programs are based on a network-level analysis and are meant to provide GDOT
with an indication of the type of pavement-related work required during the next five
years.

e The programs have not been adjusted to account for operational constraints. Further, it is
likely that certain projects would benefit from being grouped together into a common
project year even if they are triggered in different years. For example, one section of a
runway may be recommended for one year and another section for the next year.
Obviously, these projects would benefit from being grouped together into a common
effort.

Zero Budget Analysis

To provide a baseline, a zero-dollar analysis was run. This analysis shows that the systemwide
airport pavement infrastructure will rapidly deteriorate without continued funding for pavement
maintenance and rehabilitation. The overall area-weighted PCI of the system was 71 in 2018. By
the end of 2024, it is projected that the PCI will drop to 63 if only routine maintenance is
conducted, and the backlog of needed pavement work would increase to $645.3 million.

Unlimited Budget Analysis

On the other hand, if all projects identified were to be funded, approximately $455.4 million
would be needed during the next five years—$101.2 million for commercial service airports and
$354.2 million for general aviation airports.

Under this analysis, the overall area-weighted PCI of the system in 2024 would be 88 as
compared to PCIs of 63 under the no funding scenario.

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Constrained Budget Analysis

Because unlimited funding results in the majority of projects being programmed into the first
year of the analysis at an unrealistic funding level, additional funding levels were investigated. It
was estimated that approximately $290 million in total funding over the next 5 years—$243.75
million for general aviation airports and $46.25 million for commercial service airports—would
produce GDOT’s desired pavement condition goal of a systemwide area-weighted PCI of 80 to
be maintained through 2024. An additional $23.9 million for general aviation airports and $16.4
million for commercial service airports would be needed to fund localized and global
maintenance activities.

TABLE 7 shows the resulting area-weighted PCI values for each budget scenario. The results are
separated according to airport classification and are projected for each year through 2024.
FIGURE 11 displays the results shown in TABLE 7.

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PAVEMENT MANAGEMENT PROGRAM UPDATE REQUIREMENTS

The following is a list of APMS components that, in general, require periodic updates.

1.

PAVER Software—GDOT should maintain a current subscription with its PAVER
distribution center. PAVER subscriptions must be renewed annually.

Inventory Data—It is important to update the inventory database to reflect changes to
the pavement network (e.g., the addition of new pavement areas or the rehabilitation or
maintenance of existing pavement areas). GDOT should keep a record of local, state, and
federal pavement-related work completed at the airports. This record should identify the
project location, type of work undertaken, and the completion date of the work.

Condition Data—PCI data should be current and reflect existing pavement conditions.
For NPIAS airports to remain in compliance, the PCI data must be updated at least every
3 years. Therefore, it is recommended that the airports in GDOT’s APMS be evaluated
again in 2021/2022.

APMS Maps—The network definition, work history, and PCI maps should be revised to
reflect new information during the next APMS update.

Pavement Performance Models—The pavement performance models developed using
PAVER should be updated whenever new PCI data become available. This should be part
of the next APMS update project.

Unit Cost Data—Unit cost data for M&R activities should be updated during the next
APMS update project.

Maintenance Policies—Maintenance policies should be reviewed during the next APMS
update to determine whether maintenance strategies reflect actual practices.
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SUMMARY

This report presents the results of the update to GDOT’s APMS conducted during 2018 —2019.
Following is a summary of the findings of this study:

The project included 94 general aviation airports and 8 commercial service airports for a
total of 102 airports. In 2012, 103 airports were included in the APMS update.

The 2018 pavement area of the 102 airports included in GDOT’s APMS database is
151.6 million square feet as compared to 145.5 million square feet in 2012.

From 2012 to 2018, the overall condition of the pavement infrastructure decreased from
77 to 71 (on a scale of 100 to 0). This decline can be attributed to several factors,
including an increase in the area of pavement to be maintained, the aging of the pavement
system, actual funding levels less than the estimated need, and pavement project selection
factors other than just pavement condition being used to prioritize funding of specific
pavement projects.

If all projects identified were to be funded, approximately $455.4 million would be
needed during the next 5 years—$101.2 million for commercial service airports and
$354.2 million for general aviation airports.

It is estimated that total funding of $48.75 million for general aviation airports and $9.25
million for commercial service airports would result in an area-weighted PCI of 80 to be
maintained through 2024.

It is estimated that $290 million in total funding over the next 5 years—$243.75 million
for general aviation airports and $46.25 million for commercial service airports—would
produce GDOT’s desired pavement condition goal of a systemwide area-weighted PCI of
80 to be maintained through 2024. An additional $23.9 million for general aviation
airports and $16.4 million for commercial service airports would be needed to fund
localized and global maintenance activities.

The APMS should be updated in 2021/2022.
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
