Directions:  The person preparing this form should have knowledge of the environmental features of the airport and general impacts of the project.  Although some responses may be obtained from the preparer’s own observations, previous environmental documents or research may be cited.  Some of the best sources for information are the jurisdictional federal, state and local resource agencies responsible for the impact categories.  When a project involves land that has not previously been disturbed (by construction), a specialist must review cultural resources, water quality/resources, and threatened and endangered species.  Attach coordination letters if required. Please contact the Program Manager or the Environmental Program Specialist if you have questions.]

CATEX DOCUMENTATION

Each project should be reviewed for the applicability with Order 5050.4B and 1050.1E.  Some construction projects such as overlays and rehabilitations are normally a CATEX.  Sometimes however, seemingly minor construction projects may have associated physical or social impacts or some other extraordinary circumstance.  To aid in the decision of whether or not the project may be CATEX'd, the sponsor might need to solicit comments from the following agencies (if appropriate):

State historical agency (cultural resources)

Not ALL the above agencies NEED to be contacted. It depends on the resources in the APE.  Other agencies should be contacted if information indicates such a need.  

In a letter soliciting resource agencies’ views, a complete description of the project should be included along with a location map.  The map needs to show the airport identified on a USGS quad map, as well as showing project limits and a schematic drawing of the project.  A response time of 30 days should be given.  Agencies should be informed of previous studies performed at the airport which might be applicable (i.e. archaeological and biological surveys for previous projects).

If no response is received after the 30 days, the sponsor should re-contact the agency regarding the project.  If no response is received following the second letter, copies of the letter(s) of solicitation and any agency comments should be forwarded GDOT Aviation Programs along with the CATEX.
A positive or lack of response from the agencies will indicate the appropriateness of a CATEX for the project.  A negative response may indicate the need for an environmental assessment (EA).  The responding agency may at times ask for more information.  The sponsor should attempt to answer the question as promptly and accurately as possible.  Supplying the agency with more information does not indicate the need for an EA unless the agency identifies an impact based on the new information.

When in doubt, contact the Aviation Programs.
