· Other concurrences needed

· Only mark “yes” for Section 106, Section 7 and FWCA if there are resources present & concurrence is needed from SHPO, USFWS or USNMFS

· “None” v. ”No Involvement” for Intangible Resources (e.g. Water Quality, Land Use, Noise & Air)

· Noise – “None” if there is no construction and if a noise study is not required; otherwise “Involvement” if there is construction and a study is required

· Water Quality & Air Quality – “Involvement” if the project entails construction

· Land Use – “Involvement” if there are required easements or right-of-way, or changes in access

Effects Evaluation, Attachment 1
· Only those items marked “No Involvement” or “Involvement” should be discussed in the Effects Evaluation

· Studies should be summarized, not repeated verbatim in the CE

Appropriate attachments – do not attach special studies

· SHPO concurrences to history survey, archaeology survey, AOE – do not attach Section 106 notification

· FHWA correspondence (letter or email) to federal agencies requesting consultation (e.g. USFWS, ACHP)

· PM2.5 determination (email to interagency, their response, exemption list page showing project)

· NEPA early coordination – copy of the letter prior to mail merge & list of recipients

· Letters and/or emails transmitting environmental studies & reports to FHWA

4. Programmatic Section 4(f) evaluation, if required

5. Concept Report

6. Conceptual Stage Study (if there are displacements)

8. Other (should be infrequent & will be specific to the project)
Green Sheet

· Document stipulated in should reflect the document that established the requirement.  For example,

· Delineation of historic & archaeological resource boundaries should be the survey report, not the NEPA document and not “verbally;” note the date of the report
· Delineation of ecological resource boundaries should be the ecology survey report (now called the Phase One Report) and not the NEPA document and not “verbally;” note the date of the report
· Section 106 mitigation should be the MOA, not the NEPA document
· Attach all special provisions stipulated on the green sheet
