-85 SOUTHBOUND TRAFFIC SHIFT
BEGINNING AT EXIT 47/STATE ROUTE 34

COWETA COUNTY - The Georgia Department of Transportation announces a southbound traffic shift
on Interstate 85 beginning at Exit 47 (State Route 34) and extending south of Exit 35 (State Route 14/US
29) to milepost 33. This shift will begin during the early morning hours of Thursday, August 20. This
traffic shift is subject to change based on weather conditions.

Beginning at Exit 47on 1-85 southbound, the 2 right lanes will be shifted to the outside onto the newly
constructed lanes next to the permanent shoulder. Crews will be working to remove the temporary
pavement lane markings and restripe the permanent travel lanes. Motorists will be able to utilize all 3
travel lanes of this section of 1-85 southbound beginning early during the week of, August 24.

Message boards, signs, barricades, barrels and cones will be utilized to alert and channel motorists
through the area.

The scheduled completion date for this project is December 31, 2009. Motorists should expect shoulder
and lane closures on a continuing basis and are advised to use extra caution in construction work zones.
