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GEORGIA DOT AWARDS GATEway LANDSCAPE GRANTS 
 

ATLANTA – The Georgia Department of Transportation has awarded more than $ 644,000 in 

GATEway beautification grants to 20 local governments and civic organizations around the state.  

The three-year-old GATEway program uses outdoor advertising vegetation removal permit fees to 

fund local beautification projects on state routes. 

 

“This is a wonderful program in which the Department can partner with our local governments and 

others to enhance the landscapes of their communities,” Georgia DOT Commissioner Vance C. 

Smith, Jr., said.  “It’s important for every city and county to present a warm, friendly and beautiful 

first impression. Gateways’ helps them do that.” 

 

The projects range from interstate highway interchange panoramas to landscape embellishments at 

city limits entrance signs.   The 20 selected works were among 54 submissions in 2010 to the 12-

member, gubernatorially appointed Roadside Enhancement and Beautification Council, whose 

members include representatives of the Department, the Georgia Conservancy, the Garden Clubs of 

Georgia, Inc., the Georgia Wildlife Federation, the Sierra Club and the University of Georgia School 

of Environmental Design faculty. 

 

Any organization, local government, or state agency can apply for a grant up to $ 50,000, contingent 

upon authorization by a local government and an agreement to perpetually maintain the project as a 

primary goal of the GATEway program is to fund enduring roadside enhancements.
