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ONE LANE SR 347 WEST OPEN  
 

Braselton, Ga. –The inside westbound lane of State Route 347 is open for use from Spout 
Springs Road to SR 211. All eastbound lanes are open. The center and outside westbound lanes 
of SR 347 are still closed from Spout Springs Road to SR 211 due to damage from a gas main 
break. Georgia DOT has begun to repair the damaged asphalt.  
 
Latest update: Two lanes westbound lanes of SR 347 remain closed as crews work in the 
crosswalk on SR 347 at Deaton Creek Parkway.  Crews are removing the damaged asphalt down 
to the base layer and possibly down to the dirt then build back up with new material because 
all three levels of pavement were damaged.  The damaged area is about 20 feet long by 12 feet 
wide. This is a massive repair. 
 
What:  A six inch gas main running under SR 347 was ruptured. The gas was spewing up 
through the roadway. The gas leak has already caused pavement damage so the roadway will 
not be able to open once the gas is turned off.  
 
Where:  The gas is spewing up through the center lane of SR 347 west at Deaton Creek Parkway 

in the crosswalk.  
 
When-timeline:  The gas main break occurred about 10:15 a.m. The gas was shut off at 11:45 

a.m. and the eastbound lanes reopened to traffic at 12:30 p.m. today.  The westbound 
lanes should reopen by 7 p.m. after the damage asphalt is replaced.  

 
Georgia DOT will share more information as it becomes available.
